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How To Place: Legal Notices

Notices in the London, Edinburgh or Belfast Gazettes which relate to Companies & Financial Regulation, Societies Regulation and Competition, Partnerships and Personal Legal are known as legal notices. The schedule to this document lists in some detail many of the items of legislation pursuant to which notices are posted. 

Notices not classified into an existing category are published as ‘Other Notices’. 
Notices pursuant to legislation may be placed by solicitors, accountants, insolvency practitioners or chartered secretaries or administrators registered with a professional body recognised by the DTI. On occasion they may be received from other individuals and organisations when supported by appropriate court papers or similar documentation.
Costs

For Legal notices the cost is variable and determined by length. 
The best way to confirm the price is to use our online pricing tool: http://www.london-gazette.co.uk/place-notice/calculate-cost. The Edinburgh and Belfast Gazettes have the facility at the equivalent web address
Consider improving your corporate visibility by including your brand or crest for £50+VAT.

Process

Checklist:

1. Use the online pricing tool above to ascertain the cost.

2. Email the notice as a Microsoft Word file. Remember to state when you would like it published (either a date or simply ‘next available issue’). If you have an account then remember to quote your account number and finally attach a copy of your quote.
3. If you do not have an account with us then either:

· Enclose a cheque; or

· Ask us to call you to collect a credit card payment, please remember to put your full postal address on the email so that we can send you a receipt and tell us the date you would like it published.

4. If you are paying by cheque then put a copy of the original email in the post with the cheque and a short covering letter stating the date you would like the notice to be published.

5. If you have any doubts about how the published notice will look then browse our website, probably the simplest way to find notices of the same type is to type a clause into Search.
